Triclad boxed corner

batten 90mm and 65mm

Timber scriber cut to fit weatherboard,

fix with sealant to back of scriber and
60 x 3.15mm nail in 3mm predrilled hole
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Building wrap continuous around
corner as per E2/AS1 Table 23
